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3 .Engineer'sDecisions

Exceptwhereotherwisespecificallystated,theEngineerwilldecidecontractualmattersbetween the
Employer and the Contractor in the role representing the Employer. However, if theEngineer is
required under the rules and regulations and orders of the Employer to obtain priorapproval of
someotherauthorities for specific actions, he willsoobtain the approval, beforecommunicatinghis

decisiontothe Contractor.

ExceptasexpresslystatedintheContract,theEngineershallnothaveanyauthoritytorelieve

4. Delegation

Data. Communications between parties that are referred to in the conditions shall be
inwriting. TheNoticesentbyfacsimile(fax)orotherelectronicmeansshallbeeffectiveonconfirmationofthet
ransmission. TheNoticesentbyRegisteredpostorSpeedpostshallbeeffective on delivery or at the expiry

of the normal delivery period as undertaken by the postalservice.

7. OtherContractors

asreferredtointheContractData. TheContractorshallalsoprovidefacilitiesandservicesforthemas

described in the Schedule. The Employer may modify the Schedule of Other Contractors,

andshallnotifytheContractorof anysuchmodification.

The Contractor should take up the works in convenient reaches as decided by the Engineer toensure
there is least hindrance to the smooth flow and safety of traffic including movement

ofvehiclesandequipmentofotherContractorstillthecompletionoftheWorks.
8. Personnel

TheContractorshallemployfortheconstructionworkandroutinemaintenancethekeypersonnelincludingt
echnicalpersonnelnamedintheContractDataorotherpersonnelapprovedbytheEngineer. TheEngineerwill
approveanyproposedreplacementoftechnicalpersonnel only if their relevant qualifications and

abilities are substantially equal to those of thepersonnelstated inthe ContractData.

The Contractor’s personnel shall appropriately be qualified, skilled and experienced in
theirrespective trades or occupations. The Engineer shall have authority to remove, or cause to

12. Insurance

The Contractor shall take all reasonable steps to protect the environment on and off the Siteand to
